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Review on Adjustments of Rural Household Sideline
of Jiangsu Province in Early 1960s
Abstract: The Chinese farmer had a good tradition engaging in the household sideline from long ago. The
Chinese government gave a great damage to rural household sideline during the Great Leap
forward, which caused the agricultural production reduced greatly, made the farmer having a
difficult living and caused the countryside economy in bad condition. The CPC adjusted the
policies of rural household sideline in early 1960s, including giving farmer right to engaging in the
household sideline, opening the rural market, handing out the private plot, dissolving the rural
public canteens. All these measures made the rural household sideline restore quickly. The
adjustments of rural household sideline made agriculture become better, improved the farmer
living, improved the rural economy vitality and made the damaged household sideline restore,
which gave great contributions to the restore of national economy. This paper took Jiangsu
Province as a case study to analysis this history event.
