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The Significance of Researches on Marx’s Second “Philosophical Puzzle”
——How the “Rational Crux” of Hegel s Dialectics Is Stripped Out

Marx’ s materialist conception of history has undergone a difficult process in the course of its
formation which is manifested in two “philosophical puzzles”. The first “philosophical puzzle” is a
shift from Kant” s and Fichte’ s philosophy to Hegel” s philosophy which is achieved by self - criti—
cism of Marx” s philosophy. The second “philosophical puzzle” is a “rational crux” stripped out
from Hegel’ s dialectics and added with law — transcending history during this process. What should
be mentioned in particular is that to some people here it has become another puzzle from history to
historical conception and then into materialist conception of history. Regarding Marx” s philosophy
only by combining philosophical and historical studies from science of law can we understand the sig—
nificance of “rational crux” in dialectics. Materialist conception of history needs “rational crux”
which only in materialist conception of history can play the role of finding the historical truth.
Hence only by understanding the two “historical puzzles” can we understand the origin and appli—

cation of “rational crux” in dialectics.
