His greatest contribu—
tion lies in the study and formulation in the Nazi Germany of the framework conditions of the eco—
nomic order of a free society and the establishment of the major foundation of economic thought for
the economic reconstruction and the conception and development of the social market economy in
the post — war Germany. This order is coined by him the “Ordo” meaning a “competition order”
which is able to keep functioning and preserve human dignity.
