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role of revolutionary music to greatly advance the development of China’s revolution and construction. The development of revolutionary music is
rooted in the magnificent historical era of the past hundred years, the CPC’ s leadership and attention to revolutionary literature and art work, the
strong support and cooperation of the people, and the subjective efforts of musicians. The national characteristics embodied in revolutionary music
are manifested as the inheritance of traditional Chinese music culture, the revolutionary spirit of unyielding struggle, the advanced nature of unity
and progress, and its affinity to the masses by suiting both refined and popular taste. Revolutionary music plays an important role in the
construction of national identity, mainly in the aspects of national identity, political identity and cultural identity. (Guo Lu—yao)

Marx’ s Theory of World Communication: Its Significance for Constructing Cultural Dialogue and Exchange: The dialogue and exchange
among civilizations in the world is extremely grim, as the world is undergoing profound changes unseen in a century, with an increasingly
complicated and intertwined international situation where the theme of the times of peace and development is being tested. That the capitalist
countries under the domination of capitalist logic are going against the trend and pushing hegemonism results in the dialogue and exchange among
civilizations being constrained by multiple dilemmas, which reflects the world communication order dominated by capitalism, no longer able to
keep abreast of the times, needs reviewing and reconstructing. Marxist world communication theory is a theoretical mirror through which we might
accurately see through the dilemma of dialogue and exchange among civilizations today. Marx and Engels, while expounding the historical
significance of dialogue and exchange among civilizations, made a profound critique of capitalism that had led to the injustice of civilizational
dialogue and exchange and pointed out the future trend of world communication. The new form of human civilization, a contemporary construction
of Marxist theory of world communication, provides a scientific solution to the dilemma of world communication by respecting the diversity of
civilizations as the fundamental premise of equal dialogue among them, by promoting the common values of all mankind to form among civilizations
the value consensus of meeting the challenges together, and by facilitating the innovation of civilizations to cast the practical dynamics of deep
intermingling among civilizations.

Modern Western Diplomacy: Its Inner Logic and a Critique: Since the establishment of the Westphalian system, the logic of Western diplomacy
has actually followed the jungle law that power is supreme and the winner is king. With the widening gap of national power, the pattern of
international relations is almost completely dominated by the West, and the concept of diplomacy has been more dominated by the Western
intellectual community. Theoretically, the logic of modern Western diplomacy is mostly stuck in one-sided arguments about political, military and
cultural elements. It is difficult to sort out in detail through the levels of production relations and different social forms, and even more difficult to
grasp its essence of international relations. Xi Jin—ping’s diplomatic thinking emphasizes mutual respect, peaceful coexistence, and mutual benefit.
It rejects the traditional concept of “zero—sum game”, presents a Chinese solution for global governance and democratizing international relations,
and reflects that China’ s diplomatic philosophy, a reasonable plan for the development of a multipolar world, has transcended the existing
international system dominated by Western powers. (Sun Zhi-wei)

The “Anti-Ecological Nature” of Eco—Capitalism: From the Perspective of Marx’ s Critique of Political Economy: The anti—ecological
nature of the capitalist system leads to the fact that any ecological theory under the framework of the capitalist system is of no avail. Ecological
marketism and ecological Keynesianism alike, none of their specific propositions and strategies touch the substantive root of ecological problems.
Therefore, it is necessary to start with the root of these problems, namely the capitalist social system and the capitalist mode of production; the eco—
problems can only be completely solved in a socialist system based on public ownership. Compared with capitalism, socialism has multiple
advantages in ecological issues such as value standpoint, institutional basis and economic system. As China is presently in the primary stage of
socialism, it is more important to base on the public ownership of the means of production, recognize the positive significance of capital for
constructing ecological civilization, guide capital through governmental power, and blaze a path of socialist ecological civilization with Chinese
characteristics, distinct from that of Western capitalist countries. (Li Wei—ran)

Mao Ze—dong’ s Mass Work: Its Language Atlas and Realistic View: “The country is the people, and the people are the country.” The major
achievements and historical experience of the CPC in its century—long struggle show that the essence of seizing and safeguarding political power is
winning popular support among the people, and that the key to the latter lies in understanding the people and warming their hearts. In this regard,
reviewing the three mirror relations of the subject and object in mass work, the three roles of the subject of mass work, and the three power
interpretations of the object of mass work, as reflected in the language atlas of metaphorical reasoning by the CPC with comrades Mao Ze—dong as
the main representative, is of important theoretical value and practical implications for a deeper and more detailed grasp of the basic function of
mass work in the new era.
