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CPC Management of the Chinese Newspapers and Its Reform

Abstract: The CPC management of China’s newspapers began before the founding of the PRC, as a result of the
influence from Lenin and the Soviet system. The relative separation of the powers of the Party and the government
after 1949 lessened this management. The Reform brought in a new system of newspaper management based on the
guidelines of “good treatment of the media, effective use of the media and wise management of the media”, which,
although the Party will continue its control, is to introduce reformed methods in its management of the Chinese
newspapers.
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
