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discuss this topic from the perspective of law. Influenced by the “science of human” his consideration involves some
metaphysical themes such as justice and morality. Beccaria develops his own discourse by learning from Hutcheson when he
considers the themes of legislation laws and punishments from the perspective of social utility. He opposes the death penalty
and torture arguing that one of the principles of legislation should be “the greatest possible happiness for the greatest
possible number of individuals”. With the development of his thought Beccaria gradually attaches the importance to justice
and humanism instead of happiness and utility. To study the relationship between Beccaria and Scottish Enlightenment can not
only deepen our understanding of Beccaria but reveal the richness of and the interaction in European Enlightenment as well.

Clausewitz and Military Enlightenment: An Investigation Based on War
Metaphors ( by LIU Shu-cai)

Abstract: The military enlightenment occurred along with the Enlightenment has been overlooked for a long time. The
debate between enlightenment and anti-enlightenment in the military field at that time formed the intellectual background and
starting point of Clausewitz’s war discourse. Both sides of the debate used a structural metaphor to answer “What is war?”.
The affirmative side applied the metaphor of “clock” to stress that there were laws for war and material force played a

dominant role in war. On the contrary the opposition side used the metaphor of “drama” to highlight contingency and
spiritual power. For Clausewitz the clock metaphor neglected the roles of ideas and uncertain factors in war while the drama
metaphor underestimated the role of reason. Clausewitz argued that war is a complex trinity of reason emotions and decisions
based on practice. Providing a new understanding of the complex relationship between war Clausewitz’s idea brings insights
for contemporary war and the Enlightenment study.

Enlightenment Discourse and China’s Faith Order ( by ZHAO Cui-cui)

Abstract: Britain France and the United States possessed three different kinds of enlightenment thought and practice
mechanism so they embarked on different ways of social structure transformations and modern evolution. Not only the
Enlightenment movement in Britain France and the United States but also the essence of the Enlightenment emphasizes the
rights of individuals and the spirit of freedom and independence. By contrast in Chinese social tradition and cultural
resources ‘individuals ” are always “private persons” restrained or squeezed by the general rules rather than the
individualized individuals and consequently the private seriously depends upon the public. In light of religious sociological
theories this paper investigates Chinese religious faiths and their transformations in modern times and finds out that in the
context of China’s Enlightenment the order form of “relations equal structures” in religions makes personal religious faiths in
Chinese society lack proper approaches to the public which is a common social phenomenon in people’s intercommunication.
In this sense the Enlightenment is still unaccomplished in China.
