Foreign Affairs of the Transitional Period:
Sino-Thai Relations Before and After 1975

Abstract: China and Thailand are neighbors with a long history of cordial relations. However the two countries’ relation—
ship was thwarted by the cold — war pattern after World War Two for nearly 30 years. In the early 1970s China’s relations

with Southeast Asian countries faced a critical turning point which was determined mainly by the changes in the interna—

tional environment and the regional structure the Sino—American rapprochement the Sino—Soviet conflicts the tighte—
ning up of Soviet—American competition and Soviets’ support of Vietnam’s expansionary policy of regional hegemony in
Southeast Asian. Therefore China’s relations with Thailand as well as other Southeast Asian countries were gifted by the
necessity in the strategy and security cooperation. In this case China and Thailand established formal diplomatic relations
in 1975. The cooperation and friendship between the two countries entered a new period.
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
