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Management of China’ s Maritime Rights and Interests from 1949 to 1978

Abstract : China’ s maritime rights and interests faced serious challenges from 1949 to 1978. Firstly US-ed western
countries practiced strategic squeeze from the sea against new China and conducted frequent armed intrusions into Chinese ter—
ritorial waters. Then some neighboring countries did not cease their attempts of illegal occupation of Chinese islands and reefs
and of willful trample upon the sovereignty of China’ s territorial waters. Before the reform and opening up the government of
China started to eliminate Western powers’ influence on the management of China’ s maritime rights and began its manage—
ment of the national maritime rights and interests by administrative security and diplomatic means which protected to a cer—
tain degree China’ s maritime rights and interests. However from 1949 to 1978 the historical conditions during that period
set limitations for the management of the maritime rights and interests.
