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A Brief Study on the International Factors in the Process of Chinese Liberation( 1949—1950)

Abstract: The period from January 1949 to October 1950 is the key period of the PLA marching towards the
whole China. During this period the international factors produced profound influence on the liberation process in
Xinjiang Tibet Taiwan and other border areas in which the main factors came from the Soviet Union and the
United States.
