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How Mao Zedong Became the Core of CPC’s Leadership:Mao Zedong is the founder of the CPC; however, he experienced ups and downs for a
considerably long time before he became the Party’s top leader. At the early foundation of the CPC, he once served as a secretary of the CPC
Central Bureau, assisting Chen Duxiu, Chairman of the CPC Central Bureau, to deal with daily affairs. During the Great Revolution period, he was
sequentially appointed a candidate for central executive member for the Central Committee of the KMT and the CPC. During the period of Zun Yi
Conference, Mao Zedong was not the first hand but became the core of the Party’s leadership. The Political Bureau in Sep. 1938 announced the
direction of the International Communism, publicizing Mao Zedong’s core leadership. During Rectification Movement in Yan’an, Mao Zedong
officially became Chairman of the CPC Central Committee after the rearrangement of Central Secretariat. At the Seventh National Congress of the
CPC, Mao Zedong was elected Chairman for the CPC Central Committee. His thoughts and ideologies became the guideline for CPC, bringing
forward the historical leap in the localization of Marxism. The Seventh National Congress of the CPC established Mao’s Party leadership and made
his ideologies the guideline for CPC.(Shi Zhong—quan)

On the Differences and Similarities of Two Market Economies: Western modern market economy and socialist market economy are two concurrent market
economies in the modern world.

In addition to jointly shared rule of value, of supply and demand, and of competition,
the former is also dominated by the rule of surplus value and that of non—governmental production, while the latter follows basic socialist economic rule
and that of proportioned development of national economy. Third, the two refer to respective governments of different nature from which a series of
differences between two market economies derive. Western modern market economy is blind, periodical and insustainability which results in the wealth
polarization. By contrast, socialist market economy is planned, shared and sustainable which leads to common wealth. Therefore, socialist market economy
is the most advantageous mode in the world. (Li Cheng—xun)

A Study of the Transformation of Industrial Workers in the New Normal Economy: The New Normal Economy witnessed the transformation of Chinese
industrial workers as the greatest group in the world. The transformation not only determines the improvement of Chinese quality and development, but is
related with the fate of Chinese reform and Chinese nation. The transformation of industrial workers increasingly sticks out in the process of supply-side
reform.

Instead, we shall deepen the
knowledge of Marxist share —holding theory and lay detailed researches on its risk prevention and mechanism modification with its application
continually expanded. Attention should be attached to whether the ownership institution and management means of state—owned capital are in line
with China’s rudimentary economic institution and industrial development.

owned enterprises and optimizing the layout of national capital. We shall also see to the mutual combination and labor division between public
and non—public economy and better classify the functions of state—owned enterprises. (Kang Nai—xin)

Shared Development Appealing for the Return of Collectivism: According to Marxism, collectivism is the intermediate between capitalism and socialism
as well as the quintessence of socialism. Although socialist market economy has broken down the constraint of collectivism in times of planned economy
on individuals since the implementation of the reform and opening—up policy, the rise of egoism and the decay of collectivism depart from the essence
of socialism.
